 I got a frightening call a few weeks ago from one of my best friend's office assistant; she began by telling me how he 
had felt bad all morning and just after lunch had asked her to call 911. I tried to be patient as she told me how things had 
progressed. Finally, she revealed he had had a heart attack and was in the emergency room. I managed to thank her for call-
ing me as I ran for my vehicle. I did not waste any time getting to the hospital. When I got there my friend had already had a 
stint installed in an artery and was in the ICU. He was in a good mood, somewhat enhanced by some pain relievers, I think, 
joking with some of his family and his nurse. The diagnosis was good: only minor scarring of the heart and full recovery ex-
pected. I was overwhelmed with relief. 

 Hospital visits are an important part of my vocation. Over the years, I have managed to learn more than I ever wanted 
to know about Emergency Rooms, ICUs, Surgery waiting rooms and hospitals in general. I have also gotten to know and re-
spect some of the people who do the work in those places and have learned to be comfortable in hospital settings. That does 
not mean I am not affected by the illnesses and injuries of the people I go to visit and wait with. It most certainly does not 
mean going to the ER to be with a close friend, or family member, is not a little more difficult. 

 Having learned some medical terminology has been helpful to me. Knowing something of hospital protocol makes 
things easier. But the most valuable thing I have learned is to have some compassion for the patient and to try to understand 
what they are going through. I do not claim to be any kind of expert on visiting, or on offering ministry to the sick. I only claim to 
have a little understanding. I would like to share some of that understanding with you. Here, then, are 8 simple rules for visit-
ing the sick: 

 

Remember, it is NOT about YOU. 

Don't be tempted to tell about your illness or operation; refer to rule 1. You are not the one who is sick or injured. 

Don't be tempted to tell someone else's story; let's clarify rule 1, it is about the patient. 

Keep the conversation positive, as best you can. No need to argue with the patient, just don't add to a negative direc-
tion. 

Don't sit on, or bump the bed. 

Don't touch the patient, unless permitted or invited. If there is an exception made here, be sure to use hand sanitizer; 
the patient does not need your germs. 

Don't diagnose the patient's condition unless you are a medical doctor with knowledge of the situation. Forty-five min-
utes of research on the Internet does NOT qualify you. 

Keep it short; refer to rule 1 again. There are exceptions here, too. Just bear in mind being sick and being in the hospital 
are not restful experiences. The whole point of these rules is to be considerate of the person you are visiting. 

 

 This list of rules is not meant to be complete and there are certainly many exceptions. It is just a guideline. Visiting is 
important for everyone, not just ministers. When your friends or family members are hospitalized, go see them. Don't be afraid 
to go because you do not know what to say. Just take this sentence  and modify it to suit the situation: “I am sorry you are not 
feeling well; is there anything I can do to be of help?” 

 Remember, I am your chaplain. Let me know if I can be of help to you or your family. See you at the club.
